I am delighted to have been appointed as Headmaster of Frewen College, and I am very much 
looking forward to getting to know all our pupils and parents over the course of this academic year. 

I first visited Frewen College in November 2023 and was immediately struck by the magic that is 
Frewen: the fantastic grounds; the holistic approach to education; the small, nurturing environment;  
the passion of the staff; the amazing pupils; and the wonderful facilities. As I walked out of the front 
door, at the end of my visit, I knew I wanted to be the next Headmaster of this wonderful school.  

I join Frewen College from Chadsgrove School, an outstanding specialist school in Worcestershire, 
where I was Deputy Headteacher and Head of Service. Previously Head of Sixth Form and Head of 
Learning Support at an independent school in Birmingham, I have held various leadership positions, 
teaching across primary, secondary, and sixth form provisions since qualifying as a teacher in 2005. 
During my time at Chadsgrove, I was responsible for the development of a specialist teaching 
advisory service, the creation of SpLD diagnostic pathways in Worcestershire, and the creation of an 
alternative provision and support pathway for pupils experiencing emotional based school non-
attendance; the latter winning national alternative provision of the year in 2023. In addition, I am a 
board director for the national SpLD Assessment Standards Committee (SASC), a board director 
and trustee of a multi academy trust, and a Specialist Leader of Education (SEND) as designated by 
the DfE.  

I am very much looking forward to getting to know Frewen and building on Mr Goodman’s legacy, 
strengthening the school, and ensuring that Frewen’s long term success, growth and development 
continues.  

I was delighted to have had the opportunity to meet many of you at our Sports Day in the summer 
term, however I appreciate that some parents were unable to attend, and I would therefore like to 
offer you an invitation to join me, and my senior leadership team, on Thursday 3rd October between 
6pm – 8pm for a cheese and wine evening. If you do wish to bring your child, provision will be made 
in our boarding sector and will include dinner and an activity.

Introduction 

I am Sally Welch and I am Head of Prep School.  Although I was initially primary trained, I have 
worked at Frewen in a variety of roles both on the senior school and prep school sites.   I have held 
my Level 5 dyslexia qualification for over twenty years and enjoy adapting the curriculum to enable 
all our pupils to thrive and succeed.

A Message from the Prep School  
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The School Day 

The school opens for students at 8.30am.  Staff are in morning briefing until then. 

Registration is opened at 8.50am and closes at 9.00am.  We request that you ensure your 
child arrives in good time for registration.  If your child is late, you may be asked to register 
their attendance with our attendance officer in the main office. 

School finishes at 3.45pm.  Staff will escort pupils to buses and taxis which leave at 
4.00pm.  On Tuesday, clubs run until 5pm.  All pupils on school transport will attend clubs 
on a Tuesday, other pupils are most welcome to stay by arrangement. 

We would appreciate a prompt pick-up to allow staff to attend meetings at 4.00pm.  If you 
anticipate being later than this please let us know and your child will be taken over to the 
main reception area. 

Parking 

Parents are encouraged to park at the carpark at the bottom of the Prep School and walk up 
with their child.  Please do not park immediately outside the school.  We have recently 
received notification from Sussex Police about causing obstructions.  We do, of course, 
appreciate that there are sometimes extenuating circumstances with regard to this and 
request that parents do not obstruct the pavement in any way. 

Parents may choose to walk their child along the pavement or up through the grassy play 
area.  A member of staff will be in the hall from 8.30am. 

Behaviour 

We use the reward of Golden Time with pupils, selecting their Golden Time activity on a 
Monday.  The whole school is given up to 40 minutes of Golden Time on a Friday afternoon.  
In addition, the whole school may work together to earn extra Golden Time. 

We use a restorative approach when pupils are struggling to behave appropriately.  A 
restorative conversation usually take place during breaktimes and never lasts more than 5 
minutes to enable pupils to still go outside and get a snack and some fresh air.

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Top facts about attendance:  

• In 2018/19, just 36% of persistently absent children in KS4 got a grade 9-4 in their 
English and maths, compared with 84% of regular attenders.  

 

But its never too late to benefit from good attendance:  

• More than half (54%) of pupil who were persistently absent in Year 10 and then rarely 
absent in Year 11 passed at least 5 GCSE’s.  

 

Attendance is important for more than just attainment:  

• Regular school attendance can facilitate positive peer relationships, which is a protective 
factor for mental health & wellbeing.  

•  

We know that sometimes our pupils cannot come to school because they are really unwell - and 
that's the right thing to do for them and other students. Medical advice is clear however that 
children with mild illness will often be well enough to attend - for example if they have a cough, or 
cold, without a temperature. The NHS guidance IS MY CHILD TOO ILL FOR SCHOOL? - NHS 

(WWW.NHS.UK) is designed to support parents in their decision making about mild illness.   

 

What YOU need to do: 

• Telephone or email the school before 8.30am each day of your child’s absence.

• Tell the school in advance, of any medical appointments and send a copy appointment 

cards/letters. 

• If you are not sure whether your child is well enough to attend school, send them in 

anyway as they often perk up on arrival. 

• If you and your child are experiencing difficulties with school attendance then talk to us as 

a first step so we can help! 

What WE will do: 

• Check your child’s attendance every day. 

• Phone home to discuss your child’s attendance with you. 

• Invite you into school for attendance meetings if we are concerned. 

• If we cannot establish a reason for absence, then we may make a welfare home visit.

Meadow Creation   
 

The pictures on the previous page illustrate how we created our new meadow.  

1. The area needed to be scraped back to remove the fertile topsoil, (the area may need 
to be sprayed to remove any persistent weeds and grasses). 

2. A meadow seed mix is sown in autumn or early spring. 
3. So far so good, we hope by next summer this meadow will be teaming with wildlife.  

We will keep you posted.  

Meadow Management 
 

In September meadows are cut back, using a sympathetic approach, some areas are left if 
still in flower or the plants will provide a source of food (seeds) for birds, namely Knapweed 
and Teasel.  

The meadow in the pictures has taken two years of work to establish.
